NSTORICAL REVIEW OF -
/. MANCHURIAN DISPUTE
TORONTO, Ont. August 1 (BY
Danadiah Press)—Writing in the Mail
and Empire under the caption ((Rus-
ia and China fight over Railroad,” J.
V. MoAree has provided the follow-
tng historical review of the Manchur-
lan dispite which recently resulted in
the seyérance of diplomatic relations
betwesnt Soviet Russia and China:—
P‘ﬂ‘l‘ipl as much through a dis-
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trust of Russia as a consideration of
the facls which so far have come to
light the rest of the world will be in-
clined to belleve that China is in the
right in {he Manchuriqn dispute. The
Chinese position is that when the
agreement was made with Russia five
years ago as to the management of
{he Chinese Eastern railway Russia
pledged herself to refrain from propa-
ganda 1 Chinese = territory. Subse-
quently evidence came to light that
Russia had violated this pledge, thus
vitlating the agreement. Therefore
China deposed the Russfan officlals
and took control of the sysiem. The
Ru®ans on the other hand say that
China has seized their property with
no more legal power than is cited
when Chinese bandits selze forel@;rs
and hold them for ransom. 0
owns the railway? That is in dispute
and the trouble will not be ended un-
ti1 ownership is vested in one nation
or the other. Or, perhaps, we shou}d
say that 1t will not - be over
unti] China owns it.

But the question is: Who found
the money to build the rallway? the
answer s more favouarble to Rus-
glat: The rallroad ltself is the pro-
duct of the war between China and
Japan in 1894, at the conclusion of
which China had fo pay Japan &
large indemnity.

that Japan would shortly come back
with ferritorial demands which indeed
she, had presented after the war and
which she was induced to abandon

herself against future troubles by a
kind of alliance with Russia, China
granted Russia the right to bulld a
railroad through Manchuria, begin=
ning in Siberia and ending in Viadiv-
ostock. It was understood, though-it
did. not appear. in the (ormal docu-
ments, that in exchange for this Rus-
sia would protect China from further
Japanese attacks. More than the
right, to bulld the road was ceded.
China gave the right of way to Rus-
sia and also gave to Russia owner-
ship of and control over. any cities
that might in future grow up around
the railroad. ) -

- For all ‘practical purposes the rail-
road and its towns and citles and nec-
essary expansions were to be Russian
territory. At the end of 80 years the
road (was to be handed back. to
China without costs, but it was pro-
vided that at the end of 368 years
China might buy the road by pay-
ing for all the capital invested, plus
Interests charged. One of the devel-
opments of the railroad was & branch
line run through Manchuria to' Port
Arthur. This brought Russial almost
within the Japangse sphers of influ-
erice and was one of the chief causes
of the Russo—Japanese War. At the
end of the siruggle Japan took pos~
session of this branch line, and one of
the first steps was to change the
gauge of the rails so that In case
another war broke out Russia could
not use the part of the system enter-
Ing the Japanese zone of influence.
But up to {he beginng of the World
War Russia remained in /control of
the main part of the railroad, despite
the fact that Chinese resilessness
under the ¢ld agreement was visibly
increasing. When the revolution broke
out, Ohina thcught she saw an op-
poriunity of getting hold of a line
which was bullt through Chinese ter-
ritory and which wu\growin‘u more
and more important not only com-
mercially but politically with t}m
growth of cities along the right of
way. f

But 'the new Russian Government
was not . disposed to be shorn of the
radlroad, It was, nevertheless, willing
to make a new agreement with China.

This agreement was much more fav-
orable to China than the old one and
was hailed at the time as showing the
sincerity of the professions .of  the
Soviet Governmient to live at peace
with its neighbours, It recogniZed the
railway as purely a commercial un-
dertaking and resigned to China all
contro] over the towns through which
it passed, It was agreed that Chinese
and Russians should have equal op=-
portunities of employment and that
China should be fairly represented
among the directors. Certainly China
could have made no such bargain with
Czarist ‘Russia, but on the other
hand, Czarist Russia would not have
sought to use the rallroad for propa-
ganda purposes. ’

Perhaps it can be admitted that
China took rather a high hand. If so,
it can be asserted that it is time
China did take a high hand. China
is changing, She is tired of foreign
interference in her affairs and it
must 'be admiited that foreign inter-
ference is' very much a thing of the
past. Old treaties may be still in ex-
istence which were forced upon China
in her days of weakness, but they are
not in operation. THe extra-territor-
fal treaties are not being enforced.
China is' not so much awakening as
she is uniting. There is a central
government in Nanking, which it it
controls ‘only ' a fraction of China,
is dally ' exiending ' its autho rity.
has now under arms more men than
any other nation in the world. She
has by far the largest reservoir from
which ' soldiers can be drawn. She
fas had the benefit in recent years
of two extraordinary sagaclous for-
elgn ministers, Dr, C. C. Wu and C. T.
