A. S,
Treatment for corns on a horse
is to remove the shoe, pare the sole
well down so that if there be any
pus it will escape; if not the sore
ond inflamed parts will be expos-
ed. Then apply poultices of hot
linseed meal for two or three days
to allay the inflammation. The
wall of the foot at the quarter
should now he rasped down S0
that nc weight will rest upon the
shoe above the seat!of morn, and a
bar shoe giving frog pressure put
on. If pus be present it is well to
plug the hole in the sole with tar
and tow hefore the shoe is put on,
in order that gravel or other fore-
izn ‘matter connat enter the opening
The shoe should be removed and
i re-set every three or four ~weeks.
{ This may effect a cure fcr a time,
but there is always a tendency for
| the re-appearance of the corns.
Some have used a rubber padding
under the shoe with good effect.
