Lost Lahor bays
Show Reduction
Despite Strikes

OTTAWA, Sept. 24 —(CP) — De-
spite the “high level” of strike
action in August, the monthly
summary of strikes and lockouts
issued by Labor Minister Mitchell
tonight reported, for the second
conseautive month, a reductien in
the number of work-days lost in
Canada.

During August there were 12,407
workers involved In strikes ecom-
pared with 46,732 In July and the
number of man-days lost was 867.-
252 against 018,285,

A total of 43 strikes were in ef-
fect during various rerlods of the
month — 23 having started before
the end of July, eight of which
ended during the month. In 15 of
those beginning durimg the month,
settlement was reachéd or the
strikers retusned to work pending
settlement. Twenty were still In
progress Sept. 1.

_Preliminary figures for the first
eight months of 1946 showed 168
strikes involving 124,774 workers,
and a time loss of 3,411,838 man-
days comparéd with 139 strikes,
