Her friend-
ship with Britain may not stand the strain of
Nazi threats which are expected at the least to
demand that German troops be permitted to
cross Turkish territory in an attempt ‘to attack
Syria or possibly Cyprus which is recognized to
be heavily fortified by the British.

British occupation of Syria is being urged in
London for the purpose of forestalling the Ger-
mans and also to counteract the strong leaning
of ]the Vichy government toward the Nazi con-
trol.
