UNABLE TO
ACCOUNT FOR
PLANE CRASH

Cavalier Captain Mysti-
fied By Power - failure
Of Flying Boat.

(By ROGER D. GREENE)
(Associated Press Staff Writer)
NEW YORK, Jan. 24 —(AP)
The British Air Ministry tonight
began an investigation into the
mysterious power-failure crash of
the 19-ton Imperial Airways fly-
ine boat Cavalier, with the loss of
three lives at sea, as the Captain
of the lost plane said "deﬂn?belg"
ng v

“The Cavalier was equipped to
combat ice,” said 31-year-old Capt
M. Rowland Alderson, who was
rescued with nine other survivors.

“At no time did I  have the
slightest fear of ice formation—
either on the wings or clogging
the carburetors. I have flown
through far worse conditions. Thi
whole thing is a mystery to me.”

Lost Consciousness

Capt. Alderson, who lost con-
sclousness shortly after the accid-
ent, was held above water for sev-
eral hours by Mrs, Edna Watson,
of Montreal, one of the sur-
vivors.

Weary from their 10-hour ordeal
of clinging together in the Gulf
Stream, off the Marylend coast,
the five women and five men sur-
vivors were able to give more co-
herent account of the tragedy than
when they arrived late yesterday
on the rescue tanker Esso Baytown
whose skipper is Captain  Frank
g. .gpurr, a native of Deep Brook,

None, however, knew the answer

What happened to the giant
sky-liner, silencing its four motors
and forcing “it down on the chopp
seas midway between Naw Yor{
and Bermuda?

Under strict orders not to dis-
cuss technical phases of the dis-
aster, Radio Engineer Patrick
Chapman, cryptically  suggested
some strange ‘“unseen force” may
have played the role of destroyer.

“Just before T sent out the
B80S,” he said, “T saw a dirty
patch ahead and I started getting
static. We had been flying in cold,
clear skies.

“It was not normal static, such
as you get on your radio Tt was a
terrific rush —an  outburst of
static that created quite a charge
in the plane.”
