We need immigrants—not
housands, millions—not gradually,
but in a mass. Above all we have
to realize that the best immigrants
—in fact the best of all general
imports—are children. We need
them, imported and homegrown,
in cradlefuls, That way lies secur-
ity. In no time they grow up; see
them there in the air above us,
the children of yesterday!”
