HOW THE CARBURETOR WORKS
]

The rudimentary form of carburetor
‘explained in the Iast illustrated
article cannot give practical results
because it furnishes a mixture alto-
gether too rich in  gasoline, at high

‘| engine speeds, if it is sel to deiiver a

properly proportioned one at low
speeds. This is because the rate of
flow of gasoline through the spray
nozzle, under the influenze of suction
increases much faster than the rate
of flow of air through the air-inlet,
when acted upon by the same suction.
The above diagram represents, in a
simple form, two methods for secur-
ing ‘“‘compression,” that is, for over-
coming the inherent tendency toward
overrichness of the mixture at high
speeds and for attaining an approxi-

ture, irrespective of the rate of de-

mand. Here, C. is the float-chamber,

principle of compensation consists in
! countreacting the effect of the excess
of fu=l supplied at J. as the engine
speeds up, by permitting just enough
additional air to enter through A to
make a perfect mixture with the ex-
cess of gasoline, The action is as fol-
lows: When the engine is running
slowly on a nearly closed throttle,
enough air enterg at B to insure a pro-
per m'xture and the suction within
the carburetor is to slight to open
auxiliary air valve D against spring E.
As the engine speeds up under,the in-
creasing vacuum within the carbure-
tor increases and the outsile air push-
ing against valva Difiorces it to open
slightly permitting . air to . enter
through A to counteract the tendency
toward overrichness. Progressive in-
crease in throttle opening engine
speed and the degree of vacuum with-

mixture produced. With the throttle
almost closed, L is also 'closed, so
that all air enters through the fixed
or “primary” air inlet-B. Sometimes,
the two methods of compénsation just
described tre combined in the same
construction, resulting in a carburetor
the same in principle as the one here
illustrated. One of the carburetors
most largely used is of this type and
the claim is made that an especially
good mixture results from the meeting
of the aipy currents from three dit
ferent directions, viz., from B A and
K. In practice the gasoline spray-
nozzle J is usually not a simple open
tube as here shown, but has means for
adjusting the area of the spraying
hoie ordinarily consisting of a conical
needle-valve somewhat similar to V
which can be screwed more or less
fully into its seat. By the use of this
the rate of supply of gasoline can be
regulated.
