VALUE OF ADHESIVE TAPE
FOR LOWER BACK PAIN

f For a number of years part of
| my work was to fix up the ip-
| juries sustained by Univer.ity
football, hockey, soccer, boxing and
| other athletes. From this exper-
| ience I learned the value of ad-
I hesive tape in ‘“sticking” athletes
| together and getting them into the
| game again. It would appear that
| the strength of the adhesive tape
or plaster, adequately and properly
applied, is equal to that of the
actual ligaments and tendons of
the body.

The great value of adhesive tape
in supporting -a weak or injured
lower back was brought home to
me at the orthopedic department

| of the Massachusett's General Hos-
| pital, Boston, some years ago

| Every morning a number of pat-
| ients with a history o° having lift-
ed a heavy plank, stone, box or
| other object or who had made a

| misstep., were strapped with several
strips of 2 inch adhesive tare,
from a point about an inch below
the hip prominence on one side to
the same point on the other side.
The strapping came right across
the joint ho'ding the last bone of

| the spinal column to the hip bone
At the end of 5 to 7 days the ad-
hesive strap was removed and a
snug brace or belt was applied.
