*The practical difficulties of giving
effect (o the decision of the majority are,
of course, enormous; but the doectrine
that the indifferent nen-voter is really to
carry the day against the anxious eiti-
zen who does fil! up his voung-paper is
rather a dangerous one. It would
work very oddly in England if board
Schools were closed because not more
than twenty three p>r cent of the popu-
e lation approached the election siations.
The citizen who holds alooffrom the
contest is supposed to be a consenting
party to the will of the majority of those
who really do care for thecontest; and
from that point of view the event vught
B undoubtedly to follow the vote.”

This is the view, not of a temper-
ance enthusiast, nor of a politician
seeking a party advantage. It is an
opinion based on precedents, common
usage, and a sound conviction as to
the true significance of voting and
non-voting. Those who do not vote
consent to the decision of those who

do and “the event ought undoubtedly
to follow the vote,”
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The Montreal Journal of Commerce
in dealing with the prohibition ques
tion argues that if the Premier
should introduce a bill for the sup-
pression of the liquor traffic it would
-not be certain to pass both houses of
jparliament. That is quite possible,
however improbable it may be.  But
the Journal of Commerce goes farther

~and assumes that a private member
anight  introduce a  prohibitory
sbill in  parliament. The Journal
“ought to know that no private mem-
ber can propose legislation «f 1h's
sort. He would be ruled out of
order the moment that objection was
taken. For any legislation that calls
“for expenditure of public moneys, or
affects the revenue the advisers of the
crown must be primarily responsible
aud His Excellency’s sanction must bs
obtained. It is not open to a private

member to introduce a prohibitory
bill

And all for what 7 Was
it only that we may be told in regard
to prohioition thav the minority in
favor of the liquor traffic shdll rule,
and the majority in favor prohibition
must submic ?. If this is true itis the
most costly feature of all.
