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Whither Are We Drifting?
!

When Minister .of Public Works, Senator
Mclntyre declared the Province could go mil-
lions in debt and be none the worse for it.
Evidently the Jones Government is of like opin-
ion, for it has brought down estimates for the
current ycar which indicate a deficit of $588,626
on ordinary account, and $887,646 on combined
ordinary and capital account, How is this going
to be tinancei? Unless the Government has
assurance that the Federal Government will take
care of this liuge deficit, the only other way
out would appear to be that followed after the
Railway imbroglio and, sell out, not to Confed-
eration this time, but to Maritime Union, when
our existence as an independent province would
cease. Here we have no extraordinary natural
resources that may be exploited, we can pay
our way only by self-imposed taxes, and “hand-
outs” from the Federal treasury in lieu thereof.
From time to time we have been able to con-
vince Ottawza that we are, and always have been,
badly . ‘reated in this respect, and it will be for
the Jones Government again to demand and re-
ceive ircreased subsidies to Cllil])[e. us provinyial-
ly to keep afloat. What are their expectations
and plans in this respect?

Back To Wheat

Rumors of a swing back to wheat and away
from liogs in the Prairie Provinces were heard
last Fall and became a reality at the Dominion-
Provincial Agricultural Conference in Ottawa.
Now the trend has become a fact—3500,000
fewer hoys marketed in Saskatchewan alone is
the prediction for the first six months of 1945
as compared to last year,

There are two reasons. Oné is the $1.25
guaranteed price for wheat which makes it more
attractive to sell wheat than feed it to hogs;
the other that there is a lot less work in grow-
ing wheat than in feeding hogs.

The results of the trend, predicts the Ottawa
Journal, will be bad for Canada, now and in
the future. We have a contract for bacon and
pork with Britain that must be filled, even if
bacon has to he taken off the Canadian mar-
ket. Britain is depending on this bacon to fill
her yery limited wartime ration. To fill it this
year may mean a drastic cut in pork sales on the
domestic market. Many who want pork will
have tc go without it because Prairie farmers
want teo sell wheat at higher and more at-
tractive prices.

The worst feature is the effect on post-war
markets, ‘There is some hope of keeping at
least a considerable share of the British post-
war bacon market, largely held by Denmark
in pre-war days. We certainly will not keep it
if our supplies fail Britain at a critical time,
if just when the war in Europe comes to an
end we make it evident that a continuous and
steady supply of bacon from Canada cannot be
depended upon. Yet to keep at least a part
of this, market in the future is almost an essen-:
tial need for Canadian agriculture.

Quebec Legislation

The very day the Quebec Radio Bill came
wp for its third reading vote, Premier Duples-
sis brought down a bill to annul the agreement
concluded between Quebec and Ottawa in 1942
concerning to corporation taxes. By virtue of
this agreement, Ottawa collected for the dura-
tion of the war taxes belonging constitutionally
to the Provinces. It is the Governmént's inten-
tion to take over once more this source of rev-
enue. In addition, a short despatch of the Can-
adian Press announced on Thursday that the
Bloc Populaire was going to present to the
House a oill ‘0 suppress appeals to the Privy
Council: Andie Laurendeau, Provincial Leader
of the Bloc Populaire and member of the Que-
bec Legislative Assembly for Montreal Laurier,
said yesterday that purpose of a bill by Albert
Lemicux (B.P.-Stanstead) to amend the Code
of Civil Procedure, was to prohibit appeals from
Quebec civil courts to the Privy Council.”” In
political circles, an attempt has been made to
eonnect this bill with the measure to be present-
ed by the Provincial Government in the matter
of appeals ta the Supreme Court. It is also
being noted that it is a very rare occurrence for
a political party in Opposition to inscribe a bill
on the order paper of the House.

Food —Supph’es From Canada

The report for 1944 of D, R. Townsend,
edministrator of ships’ stores for the Prices
Board, again emphasizes how great is the role
Canadian farms and farmers are playing in the
war effort. It provides new reasons for ration-
ing and for certain shortages of food on the
domestic market,

For instance, every ship which leaves a Can-
adian port, whether troop transport, liner or
cargo ship, is supplied with Canadian food-
stuffs not onlv for the outward voyage but for
the return. In 1944 ships’ stores supplied by
Canada had a fotal value of about $16,000,000,
and by far the greater amount ‘was for food.

The (lengthy list of stores supplied these
ships included 5,500,000 pounds of beef, 4,
000,000 pounds of flour, 1,750,000 pounds of
mutton and lamb, the same quantity of pork, a
similar quantity of miscellaneous meats and 1,-
