THE MOROCCO FIGHT,.

PARIS, June 29—Ever since France
established a foothold in Moroecco
doubts have been expressed whether
the expenditure of blood and treasure ]
the Deputy of the Vosges, has no
doubt about the matter. He went to
Morocco to study things on the spot,
and has retprned full of enthusiasm
as to the future of France's big ac-
quisition,
He says that in three or four or five
years, at most, the French will be
the masters of Morocco, which he de-
scribes as an immense and = superb
country, the resources ,of which can-
not be placed at too high a value. He
admits that the country is in o state
of chaos, but believes that Gen. Ly-
autey is the man to put it in order.
Furthermore, he considers that when
the military organization of the coun-
try has become an accomplished fact,
France will hold Morocco from the
sea to the Atlas with less than half
as many men, perhaps, as Spain now
employs around Melilla and the Riff.
These Algerians and the Tunisians
will, he asserts, give valuable assist-
ance in this conquest. As a feudal
country now in a state of anarchy,
energy ig necessary. Given a free hand,
Gen. Lyautey will accomplish his mis.
sion satisfactorily.
‘Order will' 8oon be established = in
the district from Fez to Mequines and
Rabat. It is in the south toward
Marakesch, where the trouble lies. M.
Ferry believes that an expedition of
3,000 men travelling through the dis-
turbed districts would accomplish use-
ful results,
Morocco is described as a splendid
and vigorous country. It is not exact-
ly a Klondike, but the colonist will
find no difficulty in making a com-
fortable living there, A good deal yet
remains to be done in the country,
and M. Ferry suggests that a puh-
licity office in Paris should be opened
ag 80on. as. possible.
The French have made many geriots
mistakes in the past in Morocco,
"Fhere has been too much haste, whicl
has given rise to disorder, with the
result that the national interest has
sufiered, but the deputy helieves that
all this can be repaired.
