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CANADA’S BOOMING TRADE

The cheering annouuncement is made
from Ottawa that the volume of Canada’s
impcrtand export trade for the year
which clcsed 30th Jcne last passed the
tour hundred million mark, the Factual
figures being $414,517,358. The increase
over the previous year was $36,826,633,and
that year was alsoa record breaker.

In 1869 the volume of Cauvadian trade
was in rcund figur:s 130 millions. By
rapid increases it reached 217 millions in
1873, but it fell off sadly in the years
following] and it was nct till
1883 that tbis maximum was
regained. Iam 1883 it reached 380 millions
and agaia fell away, this figure
being the miximum till 1832, when 241

millions was reached.In the year!f ollowing
the 247 mi'lion]mark wasattained aund this
proved to be the highest of the Conser-
v +Again thera was a falling
off and in 1896 the total was 239 millions.
