A Don’t Be Fooled \
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BAPTISTS HEAR
THO SPEAKERS
AT CONVENTION

Dr. J. H. Rushbrooke
And Dr. DeWolfe
Deliver Addresses
At Summerside.

Rev. Dr. J. H. Rushbrooke of
London, England, secretary of the
Baptist World All'ance, addressed
a very large congregation, which
taxed the seating capacity of the
United Baptist Church at Summer-
:ide, on Friday evening. His sub-
ject was “Religious Frcedom.” He
was introduced by Rev. Dr. F. W.
ratterson, president of Acadia Uni-
versity.

Dr, Rushbrooke has a pleasing
personality and is a convincing
speaker. In his address he spoke'
of his visits to European capitals|
and mentioned particularly his visit
to Moscow and his conversat.on
with some of the Bolshevik leaders
and remarked that it was a sig-
nificant fact that although they
have rejected Christ's teachings
their own ethical views are that o1
our Lord Jesus Christ. Dr. Rush-
brooke said that in conversation
with one of the Communistic lead-
ers, the man declared that ocae's
duty was to leave for otaers, and
Dr. Rushbrooke pointed out to him
that our Lord taught that very
thing, showmng that even in Rus-
sia they could not escape Christ's
influence, although they have re-
jected his religion.

Dr. Rushbrooke spoke of his visit
to Roumania and its capital Buch-
arest, where in spite of repression,
the Bapt'sts have increased great-
ly in number.
Now, through the
British and American public op=-
inion and the influence of Kiag
Carol, the churches have been al=-
lowed to reopen and religious free~
dom is once again allowed in Ru-
mania.

Dr. Rushbrooke went on to speak
of the great increase in Bapt.st
members in Southern and Northem
India, but that efforts must not be
allowed to slacken, as the church
and religious freedom is becing
cnallenged as never before in the
world today. Lack of character,
lack of public spirit, lack of devo-
tion to Christ’s teachings are
among the causes o- unrest in the
world at the present time. .

Dr. Rusnbrocke made a stirring
appeal for the Baptists of Canada
to hold tast to their tradition of
“Truth, Fieedom and LNy’ s
that Canada would be a shining
example to the 1est of mahgina.
The way of peace is to stand fast
for justice and freedom, which are
the two instincts of the human
heart and if these things are not
upheld. the world cannot have
peace and security.

Dr. DeWolfe of Acadia University

Dr. DeWolfe of Acadia University
also spoke on Friday evening aad
gave a short histery of Acadia
University and the origin of the
educational movement in Nova

Scotia.

Dr. DeWolfe went back to the
early days of Acadia in 1827. He
also spoke of the first Baptist
Church at Wolfv lle which has been
in continuous service since 1778.

He spoke of the demand for edu-
cation by the Baptists who wished
an educational institution of their
own and in consequence Acad.a
University was iounded in 1827, The
University has been steadily goin
forward until it ranks as one o
the leading universities of Canada.

Dr. DeWolfe stressed the import-
ance of Baptists of today holding up
the high ideals and traditions of
Acadia, which is to give religious
instruction as well as the material
instruction to fit one for their vo-
cation in life, of the motto ol
Acadia, which is “to serve”. He
spoke of the many prominent men
that have gone out .rom Acad'a to
occupy high places in the church,
state and commerce of the Domin-
jon.

Loosens Banking
Regulations In U.S.

WASHINGTON, June 26(—A.P)

—President Roosevelt loosened Un-
ited States banking regulaticns to-
night to encourage the flow of $3.-
00,000,000 of private money into
Eainess.

He ratified and ordered into im-
mediate effect an agreement of
federal banking agencies on revis-
ed examinino procedure. It will af-
fect the lending and investing pol-
icy of every bank in the country.
The National Asscciation of Super-
visors of State Banks already has
assured its acceptance of the plan.

These are the principal changes
the new regulations make:—

1. Bankers may make long term
(over nine months) loans withoutl

|
|

criticism of examiners, as long as
the loans otherwise are sound.

2. Bankers may invest in the
bonds of small local corporations |
even though the securities are not
quoted on stock exchanges, pro-
vided the bank can demonstrate
the worth of the bonds.

This is an inovation primarily
for the national banks and the‘
state banks belonging to the fed- |
eral reserve system.
