sections of fhe districts mentioned.

General.

In the Prairie Provinces. reports
generally continue satisfactory and
crops are being harvested under
favorable conditions. "Wheat is
coning forward in good volume and
continues to be a high grade. Scat-
tered showers in Saskatchewan and
rain in southern and central Mani-
toha since Tuesday have delayed
harvesting. Ontario has a large
proportion of the heavy crop of
graing under cover. Quebec pro-
vince has practically completed the
harvesting. Crops above the aver-
age yield. .Crop conditions gener-
ally are wood in the Maritime Pro
vinces, ‘In (Britisih 'Columbia fruit
and root.; are turning out favorably.
