offcred in the best interests of the
province was spurned, the Govern-
ment preferring to let things slide.
The fate of the negligent has be-
fallen the Government, and now
they offer to do at the point of the
bayonet/ what they ought to have
cdone a year ago when approached
by the Teachers. We do not know
whether the offer of the Government
will be acceptable to the Teachers,
| ' for ‘“hope -deferred maketh the
‘heart sick” and the teachers may
well be sick and tired of the shilly-
shallying and non-possumus_attitude
of the present mal-administra-
tion. We hope for the sake of the
province and the teachers that wise
counsels ‘will prevail and that the,
teachers may be persuaded by their
executive to -accept the Govern-
ment’s much delayed olive branch.

No body of men and women de-
serve greater commendation and
consideration than our teachers. No
one claims for them that they are
all, or nearly all worthy of their
. hire—there  are the inefficients
among: them as in every trade and
profession. But they have carried on
for long under most adverse circum-
slances, and while others, especially
clergymen, civil servanis and rail-
way employees, were having their
services adequately recompensed,
they have been treated as thoug
they were pariahs by the Saunders
government for simply suggesting;
the time had arrived for the full
reconsideration of {he education
question, The Saunders Govern-
ment has been compelled to recog-
nize the time has arrived for the
just consideration of their claims
and grievances buv at what cost?
The threat of a strike which has
been broadcest and displayed the
length and breadth of the Domin-
jon, Never, surely except the Bell
regime, has a government been
placed in such an unenviable posi-
tion.

Without pronouncing on whether
the teachers are jusiified in taking
the drastic step  in contemplation
even in the face of what they ¢on-
sider an injustice, it would be well
to review the sliuation’ for a few
years back,

When the Mathieson Government
Secured the increase of subsidy in
19012 a considerable amount of this
increase was appropriated to an in-
crease of teachersisalaries. !
Up to that {ime the average school
attendance had for the past twenty.
years been decreasing year by year
and the School Act was amended
in the year 1913 to rémedy this evil.
Sec. 21 of the School Act of 1012
was amended by.adding the follow-
ing sub section (2) “From and after
the 1st day of July next there shall
be paid to each {eacher the sum of
one dollar per head for each child in
average daily attendance during
each half year, such payment being
conditional upon the teachers hav-
ing served continuously in the same
school for a period. of at least one
half year and upon the report of the
inspector that the  work of such

The effects of this provision were
immediately apparent and the daily
attendance in the school rose year
by year until a few years after the
war.broke out.

The salarles of the teachers had
been further increased - in 1912 by
restoration ,of the bonuses and-sec-
tion 21 of “The Public School Am-
endment ach 1912” provided that
‘“every teacher shall be entitled to re-
ceive from the Provincial Treasurer
an amount in’ addition o thelr sta-
tutary or regulated salary equal to
any amount raised for his suppon
by the district hy local

werk resulted. ‘Through the' mesans
of the agricultural grant from
Federal Government, additional in-
spectors . wose  employed and  the
school entered upon a new era of
better work and greater enthusiasm
on the part of the teachers.

The ‘time came however when as
a result of the war and consequent
increased cost of livig it be came
apparent that the salavies had be-,
come -inadequate. = Tite government!|
incomes were altog-ther insufficient’
to the purpose of a further increase.
The war had affactsd the govern-
ment to the same’ dezree as the in-
dividval and the reveaves sufficient
in 1912 to ’15 were manifesily inade-
quate to meet the fnt;reased cost - of
living apd were for a few years sup-
plemented by the Health and War
tax. But this additional revenue was
barely sufficient to carry on with
and could not meet the cost of any
addition to the Teachers' salary.

In 1919 the Arsenault government
passed an act intended to meet {his
situation. This act was “The . Edu-
cational Tax Act.” It provided that
for the purpose of supplementing
the statutory allowance then made
to teachers, and except as to the
City of Charlottelown and the Town
of Summerside there should be lev-
ied upon,all real property ' in the
Province a tax of not less than two
and not more than three mills on
the dollar of the value of such land
and upon all rale payers except in
such city or town a poll tax of not
less than two and not more than
four dollars,
This tax was to be assessed and
levied in the same way as the land
tax but was 1o be kept separate and
ear marked for educational purposes
only,
As this was a departure from the
then practice of levying school taxes
19- was' thought advisable to submit
this act for the approval of the rate

payers of the province by means of
a plebiscite
