Big League
Ball Risky
Investment

NEW YORK, May 21— (AP)—
Charles Segar, publicity director
for the National League, issued a
“writ” today which appears to
show that organized baseball, re-
gardless of whether it is a mon-
opoly, has represented one of the
riskiest investments in the world
for many a year.

“As far as our league is con-
cerned, it's strictly a rich man's
ga.me—-owning a club,” he
said. “I've just finished going back
over the financial records of. all
eight teams since 1915, and wlt.h
exception they show
fresh money was needed to keep
them going during that period.

“I don't know whether ball
players are being paid all theyre
worth, but the record shows that
nobody has got rich off thelr ef-
forts.”

Although it was not offered as
such, Segar's finding obviously
formed a rebuttal to any implica-
tion by the Mexican League that
uxgﬂ.nlzed ball, its  alleged
“monopoly”, had grown wealthy
off the sweat of Its employees.

“Only one National League club,
Plttaburgh, has managed pull
through 1916 without ﬂndlng
'a wealthy backer who could afford
to dmp a lot of mon
years,” Segar said his search of
the records disclosed. “Some of
the others have changed hands up
y%lﬂve times, and only in the past
