Hon, P. J. Candin, Now
In City. Has Gather-
ed Much First Hand
Information Re Mar-
itime Fisheries.

Hon. P. J. Cardin, Minister of
Marine and Fisherles and his sec-
etrary, Deputy Minister Mr. W. A.
Found, arrived in Charlottetown Sat-
urday morning on board the govern-
ment steamer “Lady Grey.” Hon. Mr.
Cardin, accompanied by Hon. J, E.
Sinclair and Hon. R. H. Jenkins,
called on His. Honour Lieutenant
Governor Heartz, and in the after-
noon journeyed to Summerside.

The object of Mrl Cardin’s visit
to the province 'is to obtain first
hand information regarding the con-
dition of the fishzries‘that he may
better decide certain questions com-
ing before him at Ottawa. With the
idea in view of gecuring such inform-
ation Mr, Cardin began on August
9 a Maritime tour which has so far
been very sucosssful. After visiting
the sardine canneries at St. John
he began a trip- along the southern
shore of Nova Scotia' and around
Cape Breton Island, holding meetings
st all important fishing centres, Pic-
tou was the last place visited before
coming to P. E. Island,

Mr. Cardin reports thdt apparent-
ly much more satisfactory conditions
exist in this province than in Nova
Scotia. The fact that fishermen in
P. E. Island are receiving an inad-
equate price for their product is very
evident, Mr. Cardin says, This mat-
ter, however, is not within the proc-
ince of the Dominion Government.

A meeting in Summerside, similar
to those held in Nova Scotia, took
place Saturday. evening. Another will
be held. this morning in the Board
of Trade Rooms in Charlottetown. A
third in Souris this evening and one
in the Magdalene Islands, later in
the week, will complete the round
trip. From the Magdalenes Mr. Card-
in will return to Quebec.
