RECEIVE SETBACK,

MONTREAY,, Nov. b5—The numer-
ous creditors of Charles D. Sheldon,
ex-financial wizard, received another
setback in their suit agalnst - Mrs.
Matthews, one of the eleventh hour
winners in the pool, when the Court
of appeals dismissed: the inscription
entered by the curators against the
judgment rendered by Mr. Justice
Greenshields a year ago.

Mr. Justice Archambault, speaking
for his colleagues of the higher court
declared that whilst the court might
have been inclined to modify Mr.Jus-
tice Greenshields’ ruling the contract
which all cllents entered into with
Sheldon was a galning contract pure
and simple, and it did not hehoove
the court to deliperate upon a dis-
yute arising from a gaming contract,
which was publicly known as such to
a1l interested parties.
