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ENTHUSIASTIC

The meeting of the Liberal-Conservative Party in the
Market ‘Hall, Charlottetown, yesterday showed the great-
est enthusiasm and unanimity in support of the great
cause. Some misunderstanding existed at the outset re-
garding the procedure to be adopted, as the meeting was
called by the convener for Charlottetown and Royalty,
whereas members of the party were present from various
districts of the county, and nominations were invited for
the election of office-bearers for the county organization.
After an interesting and vigorous discussion, it was agreed
to elect office-bearers temporarily until a meeting constitu-
tionally called could be held in March, and Mr. S. W.
Crabbe was unanimously re-elected President. In the in-
terim the officials and committees clected will prepare for
an organization meeting two months hence, when probably
it will be known whether the county will be entitled to
one or two representatives. Resolutions of confidence, in
and thanks to, Sir R. L. Borden’s Government and Premier
Mathieson’s Government were unanimously carried, and
both Premiers received three rousing cheers, in addition
to the unanimous votes of confidence.

PEACE CENTENARY

The Canadian Peace Centenary Association, whose
headquarters are in Ottawa and the President of which
js Sir Edmund Walker, C. V. O., L. L. D,, has issued a pro-
gramme of thanksgiving services to be held in Canadian
Churches on February 14th in commemoration cf the hun-
dred years of peace hetween the British Empire and the
United States. :

In a preparatory note reference is made to the war of
1812 and to the noble defence offered by British and Can-
adian Regulars and Militia who saved the fair land of Can-
ada from conquest by another power; to the change from
those warlike times to the peaceful life of today when
the only rivalry between the countries then at war is only
in the prosecution of the arts of peace. The note goes on
to say, “It is a matter for devout thankfulness to Almighty
God that, notwithstanding boundary disputes and out-‘
bursts of national passion, it has been possible for us to
keep the peace for the past century, and that differences
have been settled by appeal not to the arbitrament of the
sword, but to common sense and reason. It is hoped that
on the Sunday selected the Churches of Canada and the
United States will join in this  celebration, and that a
mighty anthem of praise, full-souled and sincere, will ascend
to High Heaven.”

The programme as originally prepared included, in ad-
dition to the church services the erection of monuments,
the conduct of an educational propaganda in the schools
and universities, and the holding of public festivities in a
number of centres. The war has rendered necessary a
modification of some of the plans. In Carada and the
United States it has been decided to proceed with the
work, especially along educational lines. The erection of
monuments and of tablets will be postponed, but a series
of articles dealing with the various treaties with the
United States, the events which led up to such treaties,
the negotiations which took place and the gencral results
secured will be prepared.

In the meantime the committee is arranging for the
church services to be held, as above stated, in all Canad-
ian churches on Februry 14th.

WOULD BE A MISTAKE

Although commendable patience has been exercised
both in Great Britain and the United States over the two
incidents that have arisen, the American note on the
right of search, and the Dacla affair, some irritation is be-
ginning to mainfest itself and some criticism developing
in press references, neither of which can possbly do any
good. On the contrary any criticism or irritation indulged
in now would be playing directly into the hands of the
German manipulators in the United States who are trying
to make mischief between the two countries.

An exchange well points out that whatever matters
come up between the two countries will be handled  well
both at Washington and at London. Sir Edward Grey, the
British Foreign Secretary, may be depended upon to con-
serve the best interests of the Empire while granting to
the United States everything possible in the way of con-
cessions. President Wilson, who may be assumed to be
watching over the efforts at diplomacy of Mr. Bryan, may
be depended upon to meet the British effort half way in
every.‘case.’

Men like these two do not cause war, They are ac-
cudiomed to settling difficult questions according to the
rules of reason.

The press of Canada exercises more or less influence
directly upon public opinion in the United States, and has
a responsibility to bear in mind: It must not play at her-
oics at a time like the present. Everyone knows that the
prospect of taking on another formidable opponent would
not' terrify Great Britain, but the knowledge of retaining
a valuable friend is much more satisfactory, not so expen-
sive, and even more creditable.

A number of important matters are shortly coming dp
in the United States Congress which bear directly upon the
war, For the transaction of this, business, it is important
that the legislators of the United States should not be har-
assed by public opinion irritated by frequent outbursts of
deflance in the British press.

Hearst is helbed every time an impatient outburst ap-
pears in the press of this country or Great Britain. The
great body of Americans have no illusions as to him, how-
ever, or as to the diplomacy of Mr. Bryan.

" TOURIST TRADE

Henry Clews & Co’s., weekly financial review dated
Jan, 23rd, in summing up the general business situation
in the, United States—which it is pleaging to note shows
a decided improvement over conditons a few weeks ago—
and in forecasting the future prospects,incidentally predicts
a greatly increased tourist business during the coming
season. The reason given for this is the war, which will
practically suspend tourist travel in Europe. “As Ameri-
can tourists spend annually $300,000,000 on their summer
travels abroad,” the report goes on to say, “the bulk of
this will be spent at home this year.”

There is no question that this same cause will affect
tourist travel in Canada, also, and that many Canadians
as well as Americans will look elsewhere than in Europe
for their summer holiday.

That a larger proportion than usual of this stream of
travel will flow in the direction of Prince Edward Island
it is quite safe to predict, provided we make a bid for it

and acquaint intending tourists with the advantages we have
to offer. These advantages are well known to ourselves
and to the comparatively few who have “discovered”
Prince Edward Island within the past few years, but they
are not so generally known to the prospective tourist
who is searching the guide books for a place to spend his
vacation in, .

There are scores of watering places in Canada that
reap large yearly returns from tourist trade and that have
fewer attractions to offer than Prince Edward Island has,
and Prince Edward Island could do likewise,

This subject has been talked about, written about and
lectured about year after year and for many years, and
resolutions have been formed to do better next year but,
s0 far,no definite move has been made on a sufficiently
large scale to attract tourists in large numbers.

The time to make such a move is during the winter
when advertising matter can be sent abroad before travel-
lers have made up their minds to go somewhere elge.
This is one of the matters that the Forward Movement
Committee should take up and it is one too from which as
much real profit could be derived probably as from any
other source that could be exhibited.

FIRST FRUITS OF KNOCKING

Yesterday we referred to the injury being done to the
Province by the knocking propensities of the present
American Consul. Yesterday morning brought intimation
of the first tangible fruits of this campaign. Mr. G. N.
Matthews, of the Cambridge and Prince Edward Island
Silver Black Foxes, Ltd,, had an important $50,000 deal on
in Boston which he considered practically settled when he
received the following night letter:

“Boston, Mass., Jan. 25, 1915,

“G. N. Matthews,
Charlottetown.

“Had contract closed minus their cheque, when Consul
T. Mays' report was published in Boston Herald same
morning, which scared the moneyed men out, and have
gone down to investigate. If I canhot close by Wednesday
will leave that night. Business conditions growing worse
if any. Advise wire at once.” ,

This speaks for itself and shows'the absolute necessity
for instant action on the part of the authorities to counter-
act the evil effects of the knocking campaign of the Consul.

THE DACIA CASE

The United States Government has washed its hands
of the Dacia affairs and has told the present owners of
that ship that if she sails it will be at her own risk,

The Dacia, it will be remembered, was one of the
Hamburg American steamers interned during the war.
She was afterwards bought by a German American and the
State Department at Washington asked the British For-
cign Secretary if there would be any objection to the
steamer, now flying the American flag making a trip
from a Texas port to a German port with a cargo of cot-
ton. The British Government replied that it would not
permit this. It is now known that German money and pro-
German American sympathy were behind the proposal,
and that the ‘intention was to faciliate the transfer of
other interned German ships to the American register.
The Dacia, if she leaves port, will be scized by British
ships and the Germans hope to find in this seizure of a
ship flying the United States flag a cause of friction he-
tween the United States and ‘Great Britain.

It is’ doubtful if, under the circumstances, the Dacia
will sail; it is more doubtful still that her seizure by
British ships would cause international
difficulties. The proposal of the British Government eith-
er to huy the Dacia’s cargo of cotton or send it in a neutr-
al ship to a German port is so eminently fair that no
possible exception could be taken to it, except by Ger-
mans.

The proposal of the United States to have this Ger-
man ship sail under the American flag has caused a good
deal of comment in Great Britain, more indeed than the
American note regarding the detention and search or
ships. However there is no doubt that the good sense and
good feeling which have characterized the relations be-
tween the two countries with tide over this little  diffi-
culty also and that the purpose of this palpable German
trick will be thwarted.

" Sir:—There is one subject which is
never exhausted by discussing it, and
that is the weather; in every country
and clime, and in all seasons of the |
year, it compels the rich and poor
alike to pay homage to it. In Victoria
it is of as much importance, and as
whimsical, as in any other portion of
Of late we have had a spell
of cloudy skies and drizzling ‘rain,
but as yet we have had no snow, and
probably may not have any during the
winter.  Many are now digging their
gardens to be ready for early plant-
ing in the Spring; and, of course, the
leaves are green and will be so all win-
ter.

Victoria has not escaped the effect
of the money stringency that prevailed
everywhere previous to the war, and
has been aggravated since the war be-
gan. Real estate is dead, and evid-
ently will remain so for some time to
come. It is a serious phase of the con-
dition of things to see the number of
vacant houses in this town, and more
serious still the want that prevails
among the working people. '1 heard
it stated that there were 3,000 people
out of employment in this:city and the
most of these had to be supported by
charity. It is the men with families
depending upon them that are most
to be pitied. Two or three years ago,
mechanics, and laboring men too, were
receiving good wages here, but the
employers and steamboat companies
brought men from all over the world
to this city and glutted the labor mar-
ket. The Salvation Army also were
the instigation of bringing many with
small families from England with the
promise of finding them cmployment
on their arrival in Victoria, conse-
quently this placed a great number of
indigents to be supported by charity.
I was told of one case in point. A man
who was a bricklayer in England was
prevailed upon to leave a steady job
