MANSION HOUSE IS
COURT AND PRISON

LONDON, Dec. 30.—(By Thos. T.
Champion, Canadian Press Staff Cor-
respendent.)—The new Lord Mayor
of London is—in an official sense—
homeless. For the first time since
1753 the Mansion House is without
its august tenant, and very soon the
builders will embark upon a thor-
ough reconditioning of the building.
Mecanwhile, Alderman Sir Phene and
Lady Neal are residing, in necessarily
diminished civic state at an hotel.

Although the Mansion House is ber-
eft of its legitimate tenant and his
servitors, a large number of entirely
undesirable inhabitants have recent-
1y made their absence known. These
are the rats which, in the last few
weeks when the Mansion House Was
dismantled, have become numerous
and aggressive. No doubt the cessa-
tion of civic dinners  has made it
harder for the rats to get a living.

The Mansion House also contains
the Court of Justice wherein the
Lord Mayor, as Chief Magistrate, sits
daily. This court is continuing to

Sydney Perks, Architect and Sur-
veyor to the City of London, lectur-
ing recently before the Royal Soc-
icty of Arts, said the use to which
the building was put made the Man-
sion House perhaps the most remark-
able building in’ the world. He believ
cd it was the only structure now ex-
isting which, like the Palace of the
Doge at Venice in the Middle Ages,
was & residence, a Court of Justice
end a prison. “Looking at the' Man-
sion House,” said Mr. Perks, “a
thoughtful observer might ask if
there had heen much improvement
in our architecture in 200 vears, Has
not the spirit of adverlisement crept
into our designs? A big huilding
seemed to shout, ‘Look at me, I'm a
Bank,' and the next building seemed
to cry out ‘Don’t look next door, look
at me, I'm an insurance office;' and
so they compete for publicity. In the
meanwhile, the Mansion House
seems like an ancient dame, to smile
and snub them with its quiet dig-
nity, and show the contempt of the
old "regime for the noveaux riche.”
