FOREST FIRES UNKNOWN |N
SWEDEN . ;

STOCKHOLM, Sweden, June 39.

Devastating foerst fires, common
in Canada, are unknown in Sweden.
There are no vast stretches of
burnt-over lands such as offend the
eyes of the travellor. along the
north shores of Lake Superior- and
that represents the complete waste
of untold millions  of potential
wealth. It was not always so. Thera
are evidences that most of Swed-
en's forest areas have been burnea
over at some time in their history,
and most of what . has not been
burned has been logged. Few vir-
gin forests remain, Those that do
re highly prized and well  cared
for. A visit to one of the best of
these, under the guidance of Mr.
Holgrem, a chief forest master of
the Govenrment service, near Fog-
elsjo in the Norrlands district, dis-
closed a fine stand of spruce and
pine ahout three hundred years
old, which was said to be one of
the oldest and best in the country,

Sweden forests are not ‘entirely
immune to fire, but tire haszardy
and losses have heen reduced to a
minimum. A swedish  forest au-
thority estimates that the wood
lost by fire does not exceed one-
half of one per cent of the stand-
ing timber in any one year. In
money value this has bheen caleu-
lated at §20,000 g year  for the
whole of Sweden, and in acreage to
an average of from ten  to twelyve
thousands acres in the public fo,
28ts and at probably from thisty to
forty thousand acres in those own.
e¢ privately. In Canada the dia.
tricts annually burnt over are  qys-
ually caleulated by the
skuare 1niles,

Most of the forest fires
occur in Sweden are attributed to
sparks from locomotives, although,
considering the way in which the
railways abut on the forests, fires
from this cause are surprisingly
few in number, “Dry lightning”,
commoen in Western Canada and
frequently a canen of forest fires,
is unknown here. Climatie coudi-
tions also contribute  to keeping
down the number of fires, Promis.
cuous invasion of the woods by
hunting, fishing and camping par-
ties is not allowed and danger from
the carelessly dropped match and
the abandoned camp fire is elimin-
ated. The laws for the protection of
the. forests against fires are  verv

Small villages, usual-
ly consisting of a few families who
divide their interest between cult-
vating small farms and working in
the forests, are located at frequent
interva The State and some of
the private companies have coloni-
zation schemes and are inducing
settlers to take upplots of land in
the forests by providing them
with houses, land a small ameunt
of capital and equipment on very
generous terme, and allowing them
to apply their lahour in the forests
to their indebtedness.

The law requires that every citizen
between 16 and 60 must respond to
a call to fight a forest fire. The
Swedish - army is also subject to

Swedish forests experts who
have visited Canada marvel at the
tremendous losses sustained by
Canadian forests through the
agency of preventable fires. They
incline to the opinion that adequ-
ate fire protective measures are
more necessary in Canada than res-
trictions on cutting. They are will-
ing to admit that r'nany differences
exist between the physiclal
tions in the two countries, but
they insist that Canada's forest
fire losses could be greatly reducec
