Alcohol Speaking:

Some of your friends think I
em a good food, and for this rea.
son drink me at mealtime or even
between meals

This is true only to a very limited
extent, and In s very special way.
It is true to such a slight extent
Itgm I am not guing to hoast about

I am burned sy slowly by your
cells, that the amount of energy
released is small Tt has been found
that you can ourn m: no faster
than at the rate of two ordinary
lumps of sugar per hour. An athlete
at hard work in an experimental
test would require about fifteen
times as much coergy as I could
furnish. It is cnly in this energy
sense that you can at all class me
as a food. You can see now why I
em not bregging much about my
capacity to serve you &s food

A food, accordirg to the scient-
ist, may serve one or mere of three
specific purposes ‘n your body

(1) It may fiiclude those sub-
stances which are ahsolutely neces.
saty to the norma! composition and
functioning of your cells, as for
example, wa‘er and the mineral
salts.

(2) I¥ may iunciude tnose sub-
stances which yicid energy when
used by the cells of your body. Sugar
and fat illustrate such food sub-
stances. It is in this capacity that
I may serve you to a very slight
cegree, as ycu have already seen

(3) It may include those sub-
stances which serve in the processes
of growth and repair of the living
matter of your cells. The proteins
of meat and milk will serve as ex-
amples.

A most important tunction of
food during youtn is to aid In the
growth and development of the
body. In this regard, I am totally
wanting. I cannot be changed into
living material such as your cells
are composed of In fact, I cannot
be stored in any fcrm. As long as

succeed, avoid me entirely, and
drink fresh, sweetened fruit juige
instead

(4) Foods maintain the warminh
of your body but I deceive you into
making you seem warmer by in.
creasing the cscape of heat from
your body. This I do. by dilating
the blood vessals of your skin so
that more blood flows in the blood
vessels near the suriace, where
avarmth escapes easily by radlate
ion and conduction. The nerve
endings which cdciect wanmth are
lccated in the skin, where the heat
of the body makes its escape. Since
more heat leaves the body when I
am in the blood, I make you ap-
pear warmer than you really are,
and I often cause your body tem.
perature to fail to a dangerous level
at which you cuill, or freeze, if
you are exposed to extreme cold.
This allows me to suggest another
difference :
