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PRESIDENT WILSON

Peace Negotiatio

(Special to the Guardian)

WASHINGTON, Oct. 24.— Presid-
ent 'Wilson' has put Germany’s plea
for an armistice ~and peace before
the Allies and has informed Berlin
that an armistice can only be en-
tered on terms which would make it
impossible  for Germany to renew
hostilities. The text of his reply
follows: Having received the solemn
and explicit agsurance of the German
Government that it unreservedly ac-
cepts the terms of peace. laid-down in
his address to the Congress of the
United States on the eighth of Janu-
ary 1918 and the principles solomnly
enunclated in his subsequent addres-
ges particularly the addresses of the
27th of Sept. and that it desires to
discuss the details of their applica-
tion and that this wish and purpose
emanates not from those who have
hitherto dictated the Gernlan policy
and conducted the mpresent war on
Germany's.. Who speak for the maj-
ority of the Reighstag and for the maj
whelming majority of the German
people, and having received also the
explicit promige of the present Ger-
man QGovernment that the humame
rules of civilized warfare will be
observed, both on land and sea by
the German armed forces. The Pre-
sident of the United States feels that
he cannot decline to take those up
with the Governments with which the
Government of the United States ' is
associated. The question of an armis-
tice he deems it his duty to say agair
however that the only armistice he
would feel justified in submitting for
consideration’ ~woukl' be one which
should leave the United States and
powers -associated with her in ' a
position to enforce any arrange:
men that may be entered into and tc
make a renewal of hostilities on the
part of Germany impossible. The
President has therefore transmitted
his correspondence with the presen!
German authorities to the Govern-
ments with which the Government of
the United States is associated  as
belligerents with the suggestion that
it those Governments are disposed
to affect peace wpon those principles
indicated their military advisers and
the military advisers of the United
States be asked to submit to  the
Governments associated against Ger-
many necessary the terms of such
armistice as will fully protect the in-
terests of the peoples involved, and
ensure to the associated government
unrestricted power to safeguard and
enforce the details of peace to which
the German Government has agreed.

Provided they deem such an arm-
istice possible from ‘a military point
of view, should such terms of arm-
istice. be suggested their. acceptance
by Germany will afford the best con-
crete evidence ~ of her unequivocal
acceptance of terms and principles of
peace from which the whole action
proceeded.

The President would deem him-
self lacking in candour did he not
point out in the frankest possible
terms the reason why extraordinary
safe guards must be demanded, sig-
nificant and impontant as the con-
stitutional changes seem to be which
are spoken of by the German Foreign
Secretary in his note of the 20th of
Qctober. 3

It dpes not appear that the princi-
ples of the Government responsible
to the German. people has yet beer
f}llly.wnrked' out, or that any guaran
tees either exist or are in contempla-

Governments. But Warns
Unconditional Surrendar is Only Basis- for
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tion that the alteratioms of the prin-
ciple and of practice now partially
agreed upon will* be permanent.
Moreover it does not appear that
the heart of the present difficulty has
been reached, ‘it may be that future
wars have been brought under con-
trol of the German people but the
present war has not been and it is
with the present ' war that we are
dealing., It is evident that the Ger-
man people have no means of com-
manding the acquiescence of military
authorities of the mpire in the pop-
ular will, that the power of the King
of Prussia to control the policy of
the Empire is unimpaired. That de-
termining  initiative  still remains
with those who :have hitherto been
masters of Germany, feeling that the
whole peace of the ' world depends
now on plain speaking and straight
forward action.

The President deems it his duty
to say without any attempt to soften
what may seem harsh words that the
nations of the world do mot and can-
not trust the words of those who
\ave hitherto been ~ masters of the
terman policy and to point out that
mce more ‘that in concluding peace
nd attempting to undo the infinite
njuries and injustices of this war
she Government of the United States
:annot deal with any but veritable re-
»regentatives of the German people
vho have heen
onstitutional standing as the - rea’
‘ulens of Germany, if it must deal
vith military masters and monarchi:
@ autocrdts ‘of Germany fiow, or if if
ig likely to have to deal with them
‘ater with  regard to international
»bligations of the Gernmtan Empire, it
nust demand not peace negotations
ut surrender.
