SAINT JOHN, N. B, April 22.—
Curtailment of railway service form-
ed the chief toll of freshet condi-
tions tonight as rivers in New
Brunswick and Eastern Quebec con-
tinued to overflow their banks. The
situation was most serious in the
Matapedia Valley district of Quebec
bordering New Brunswick, where a
washout paralyzed traffic over the
Canadian National Railways’ main
line between the Maritime Provinoces
and Upper Canada. The O. N, R.
maintained a service, however, by
rerouting xlﬂl trains over the Trans-

rrdgrand line

New
Brunswick.

Situation Not Acute
Flood conditions were common a-

est spring level since 1028, but the
situation had not become acute.
Farmers were obliged to move live-

Until yesterday afternoon service
over the C. N. R, maln line had con-
tinued under handicaps since Wed-
nesday night, when an ice fam in
the Restigouche River had caused
the flood waters to cover the rails
for a distance of 600 yards.
