MONTREAL, Jan. 8.—"Human be-

ings have not learned how to con-
trol the machine they have created”
declared Sir Basil = Blackett, noted
British ,nancial expert, when ques-
tioned as to the cause of the present
vorld wide depression on his arrival
bere today. Sir Basil,-who is a dir-
cctor of the Bank of England and
Chairman of the Imperial and In-
ternational Communications, Ltd.,
will remain in Montreal for several
days, then going to Ottawa to ad-
dress the Canadian Club on “Gold
and the World Trade Depression.”
Asked to discuss war. debts, S8ir
Basil said he would not say he be-
lieved in their cancellation “but I
believe it would have been a good
thing if we had cancelled all extern-
a] war debts ten years ago” he add-
ed. “I believe that the weight of war
debts, internal and external, and in
particular the dislocation caused by
international payments arising out
of external war debts and reparat-
fons are a major factor in the pres-
ent world wide trade depression,” he
said,
Commenting on United States bank
ing conditions Sir Basil said: “While
it is true that there have been a
namber of failures during the past
year it is better they should fail than
to carry frozen assels for a number
of years.”
