The British Admiralty revelation that 530 Axis submarines have
been sunk or damaged by British and “some American” action since
the outbreak of the war is a startling figure, although its significance is
not measurable without a time d to show the current rate of
sinkings,

at this time is not indicated. That information has been closely guard-
ed on both sides of the Atlantic—and it was to the Atlantic-Mediter-
ranean theatre the First Lord, A, V, Alexander, referred.
