That was more than the total of
$667,000,000 raised from personal
income taxes in the fiscal year,
1944-45,

If such a commitment was un-
dertaken the Government could
not carry out its undertaking to
the Provinces to provide them wi.li
sufficient money from income taxes
to carry on their services. Moie-
over, the people were locking for
a reduction in taxes rather than
increases. A reduction could be
made while at the same time pro-
viding a social security system
second to none.

“We cannot do that” he said,
“if we put a burden of tix on our
people which crushes all enter-
prise and initiative and prevents
business from being carried on at
a profit.”

Canada also would have to carry
on trade and meet world prices.
That could not be done under ex-
cessive taxation.

Mr. MacInnis’ estimate of the |:
cost of his proposal was $780,000,-
000 a year but he said the ccst
should be computed in money
only. All that was involved was
the question of whether goods and
services could be provided for peo-
ple more than 60. The production

Says System Outmoded

Lt-Col. David Croll (L-Toronto
Sp:idina) in his maiden speech re-
called his experience administering
the old age pension act while a
member of the Ontario Govem-\
ment. He was against the means|
test as opposed to the feature of
th: Dominion proposals to the
Provinces _which contemplated a
means test on pensions at ages
between 65 and 69. While a pro-
vincial minister he would have
thrown the means test “out the
window” had he had the power.

P .pShaw (8C-Red Deer) sald
the system needed a complete
overhauling, There were thousands
of worthy people who would not
apply for pensions because they
would not undergo the inquisition
of the means test.

Speaking on his motion which
called for the changes, Mr. Mac-
Innis sald Canada was the only
important country where the eliz-
ible age for old age pensions was
70. In New Zealand and Australia
the eligible age was 60. 4
