TOWERING MOUNT TO KING
ALBERT

OTTAWA, March 28—(C, P.):
Canada's memorial to King Albert
soldder king of the Belgians, towers
eternally skyward from the ocontin-
ental divide. It overlooks one of the
most beautiful passes in the Rock-
ies.

The National Parks Branch of
the Department of the Interior calls
attention to the fact that “at a
time when the sympathies of the
whole world have been stirred” by
the King's death, his memory s
perpetuated in Canada by Mount
King Albert, which has as its out-
lying subsidiary Mount Queen
Elizabeth.

These two mountains were nam-
ed for the Belgian sovereigns in
1918, just after the war, as a tribute
by Canadians to & country in which
a great part of their own chapter
in the conflict was written. King
Albert's love of mountain climbing
was well known.

Mount King Albert, 9800 feet
high, stands at the southerly end
of Banff National Park, forming
the western portal of Palliser Pass
at the head of Spray River Valley.
The pass has steep approaches
from both the Alberta and British
Columbia sides, but its summit is a
long grassy valley with several
lakes, of which Belgium Lake is the
largest. Carpeted in summer with

NEW YORK, March 22—S8tocks
looked more cheerful today, con-
tributing & quiet rally to the gen-
eral improvement noted in specu-
lative markets. Turnover, however,
was not much more than 1,000,000
shares.

Bonds lagged a bit, but numerous
commodities closed with small
gains, In stocks, sluggish firmness
through the morning and early af-
ternoon encouraged the list to &
mild last hour markup and leading
issues were up fractions to more
than two points net.

News bearing on the automobile
conference was scarce during mar-
ket hours, but traders seemed dis-
posed to be hopeful of a settlement
and short doubtless did some cov-
ering against the possibility of fav-
orable eventualities. Motor shares
were fairly ac‘ive at higher levels,
Nash, General Motors and Chrysler
improving a point or so.. Steels
made about as good a showing,
while metals developed considerable
strength. Numerous ralls were up
one to two.

Mining shares had little to work
on that was definite, U. 8. Smelt-
ing, still the leader, got assistance
from a $1 extra dividend and the
report on earnings. The stock
gained nearly 5 net. Alaska Juneau,
which retained the customary 18
cent extra disbursement, gained
slightly, but Dome, McIntyre, Am-
erican Smelting and Cerro de Pasco
rose 1 to 2.
