A A Terrible Vengeance.

| On the expiration of his gentence De
Bilvestro bided his time till the actual
anniversary of his offense, when he once
more confronted Driade, demanding that
she should go and live with him. He re-
celved a negative answer, A few days
later De Bilvestro went forth to a thatch-
ed cottage on the moor, where Driade
was passing the nigint in company with
an old aunt, over 80 years of age; her
13-year-old cousin and her little sister,
aged 11, Having securely barricaded the
only two avallable exits, he piled straw
at the four corners and saturated the
wooden exterlor with paraffin, and then
set the whole ablaze. ;

Russian Refugees Jump Overs
board at Sea to Escape Mili- |

PICKED UP EXHAUSTED

The Greek st D
mrrived at Cardiff yesterday morning
with two young Russians on board, who
had been picked up at 6 o'clock that
morning in the sea off Start Point.

Ilach of the rescued men flonted In the
water by the ald of a lfebelt, and they,
were both In a very exhausted state, None
on board the Greek vessel coud undere
stand the men's language, and the rescus
ers naturally came to the conclusion that
a wreck had occurred. But on arrival a®
Cardift interpreters were found, and it
transpired that the men were stowaways,
who had jumped from the Russian steame-
er Allcone, on a voyage from Xibau to
Rotterdam.

They had sought this means of escape
ing Russlan military service. They had
been discovered on the Alicone, They
were told that they would be taken to
Rotterdam, and from there sent back to
Russla. The terrified fugitives preferred
to risk thelr lives In the sea in the hope
of being ploked up by passing They
had been tossed about in the seas for
some hours when rescued, and could nos
have survived much longer,

But In spite of all they went through '
for the sake of freedom they are not
likely to find satety under the British flag.
The Intention of the looal authorities, so
far as could be determined yesterday, is
to hand them over to the Russian cons
