Faced by a clever boxer, Monc-
ton’s Iron. Man took several stiff
ones to the head and body, but he
retaliated with the lightening left
that has been knocking ’em over
longer than the Kid cares to re-
member.

He bored in constantly and the
match went to McLeod by only
a slight margin. The Montrealer
was a cool fighter who covered
well and received most of Hurt's
blows on the arms and shoulders.
His short right bothered the Hub
scrapper, but it was little more
sffective than Hart's long left jab.

After the fight, Hart. cut a little
about the face, declared he could
whip McLeod with more training.
He said he had not enough time
to condition for the Amherst
match. It was Hart's second defeat
In two months. Kid Lulu trim-
med him in Bathurst to rob him
of the lightweight crown, in Sep-
tember.
