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The thin white dress seems always as-

However, if the washing is propeﬂy
done the taterial need not euffer in the
least. Then the short wkirts, which are
worn now, remove one potent cause of
soil, and ¢vén the heavy lace gowns, which
have such a rich effect ‘fn’ ccru und deep
cream, will wash beautifully in borax wa-
ter with somé good white soap. ‘Women
who ekpect to have their gowns last qvdr
into the next season will find jt an ek-
cellent idea to have the lace ripped off
and washed at the end of the seavon be-
fore putting'it away or having it remaod-
elled in the fall fashion, as the case may

Tlns heacy lace should be washed in
boiling water that contains .four table-
spoonfuls of borax to a tub of water. Séap

wrung out from the thin materials or lacct
they should be squeezed and shaken. The
heavy' lace can either be pressed on tho
weong side with a hot iron, taking care
not to pull.or stretch it out of shape, op
it_may be pinned down on top of a sheet
and spread out and: stretched.

Nearly all of the thin lawns, musling,
and organdies, if washed in this way
without much rubbing, will not suffer
from laundering; indeed, they seem to
come out with an udded daintiness. Carg
must be taken, of course, in the choice of
the lace that is to go on the washable
dressffor some lace is very perishable. I8
is usilikely that the process need be gone
through more than ohce or twice in a sca-
son, and these white dresses are capable
of jsurviving many washings. It is the rub-
bing that wears out and destroys delicate
fabrics, and the cleaning without friction
makes the frock last much longer.

The * cheaper cotton fabrics nearly all
wash well—lawh, domestic organdi¢, dot-
ted swiss and mercenzed muslin can - bo
done ‘up each week, and with ordinary
care and the least possible rubbing they
will-coma ont looking like new.
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
