It was understood that Great
Britain would take from the Wa-
bana deposits annually some 500,-
000 tons of iron ore for the manu-
facture of steel. Little progress was
meade in that direction until the
recent financial collapse of the
Newfoundland Government. But
the return of the island to the sta-
tus of Crown Colony will bring it
into closer contact with the Home
Government. especially as the Un-
ited Kingdom has promised finan-
cial assis\ince to meet the most
pressing obligations.

Further demands are being made
on the fede:al governments for as-
sistance by Western Provinces.

000,000 in cash to pay interest, meet
payments in American exchange on
their bonds held in the United
States, and for other purposes. The
lenders have now suggested that
the Western provinces must in fut-
ure take care of the.r own troub-
les. Unless that policy is carried
out, it means that the Dominion
treasury will, sooner or later, be-
come bankrupt,

In a sweeping article in The

veloped. The only alternative is to
lend money to Russia to buy Unit-
ed States goods. He ooncludes a
striking articles as follows: “There
is no other way than long-time
loans, if the windy enthus asm stir-
red by 1ecognition is to be trans-
lated into substantial trade. With
eleven billions of political debts
gone glimmer.ng, with our German
loans vanishing in repudiation or
endlessly impounding, with South
America plastered with worthless
bonds, will .we fall again for the
device of giving hopeless creditors
cash with which to buy our goods

In this confusing period of econ-
omic transition, Canada's monthly
trade and revenue returns, being
the records of one of the few
countries achieving business recov-
ery without artificial remedies, may
be accepted as reasonably accurate
indications of the world’s upward
progress from the depression. It is
therefore encouraging to note that
Canaca’s customs and excise re-
ce.pts last month exceeded those of
Novembsr 1932 by 13 per cent, the
inc ease being from $17,896, a
year ago to $20,364436 this Novem-
ber. The gain for the month was
$2450,081, being at the rate of ap-
