Potato Situation

So much is being heard and said
about the potato situation that :t
is difficult to appraise it properly.
We know that the situation is ser-
jous for those with potatoes in out-
side storages. We know that the
situation has been just as serious
ir former years. We %row that
something should and must be dene
about it. We know that a tl>or price
year after year is not the answer.
Your Federation exerutive and
potato officials met recenuly to dis-
cuss the whole situation hut it is
quite an involved question Circum-
stances not only in our provirrce Lut
in other parts of Canzda and the
United States must be considered as
well. All we can say is that every-
thing possible is being done at the
present time.

Dealers report that in Keeping
with good trading methods ard in
order to maintain future business
with the United States markets
they have had to lower their con~
tract prices during the past week.
How much, we do not know.

Also because of insufficient ster-

age facilities, prices are being heid
to & minimum which today is away
below the cost of production.

What Is The Solution?
Fanmers are asking what can be
done to prevemt such  recurrences
of this kind in the future.
Although the situation is not ex-
actly the same every year, nor the
same with every product, we do feel
that the solution is based on the
same principle and that is orderly
marketing under the contro] of the
farmers themselves.

There is the Prices Support Board
to take care of small surpluses.
But, this year in looking at the
overall picture it is agreed by of-
ficlals in the Government and the
trade and farm -organizations, that
there will not be any surplus of
potatoes in Canada and the United
States.

It is also felt that there will ne
a greater demand than ever for
Prince Edward Island seed. There-
fore, the answer seems to be, more
storage facilities owned arsd oper-
ated by the farmers to take care
of surplus crops and improve grad-
ing and packaging methods, then
an effective marketing set-up be-
tween at least the five Eastern
Provinces to distribute those pota-
toes in an orderly way.

As a result of the planning and
recommendations of our Federation
we now have machinery and assist-
ance available to carry out both
these plans.

We have Provincial and Dcminion
marketing legislation under whicn
such marketing schemes can be set
up. There is also a Government
policy under which storage ware-
houses can be built on a co-operat-
fve basis and financially assisted to
the extent of 75 per cent of con-
struction costs. The re-payment
plan is based on the operating rev-
enue of the warehouse.
