EDMONTON, Sept. 6 — (CP)—
Fire swept the Atlantic No. 3 well
in the Leduc oil fields tonight,
climaxing the unruly career of a
well that has been a problem to
its owners since it blew wiid six
months ago.

Billows of smoke darkened Eq-
monton's southern sky tonight and
the glow of flames was visibic
from the city’s southern outskirts
as fire equipment raced to Leduc,
20 miles south.

“She's really going,” said an air-
line pilot who flew over the scene
shortly after the fire broke out
late today. Smoke obscured the
burning well,

A fire department officlal at
Leduc described the fire as “just
like a gas explosion.”

In Berlin Close To
Breaking Point.

BERLIN, Sept. 6 —(OP) —Rus-
sian-backed German police broke
into a United  States  of-
fice of the Berlin city hall to-
night and carried off 19 Germans
of the rival western police force,
handeuffed and in chains.

Then a Russian officer ordered
all Allled uniformed personnel to
leave the building.

The 19 had sought refuge there
earlier today from Communist-led
gangs who smashed into the
building with battering rams and
forced the elected city government
to withdraw to Western Berlin.

The Russian-directed invasion
of United States property came as
British, American, French and
Russian enilitary governors con- |
ferred three miles away on sieps
to end the 75-day crisis resulting
from the Russian blockade of the
city. They met for nearly six
hours in this sixth conference and
‘agaln broke up without comment.
They will meet again tomorrow.

The Russian-supported police
forced their way into the Ameri-
can office after a towering Rus-
sian major had erequested liaison
officers of the three Western pow-
ers to leave the building, which
is in the Russian sector of the
city. The Western officers stood
firm and the Russians did not
press their demand.

Twenty-seven more Westeran
policemen still were hidden in the
British and French liaison offices
tonight. ‘Western power liaison
officers repeatedly rejected de-
mands by the Russians and their
German police for information on
them,

It appeared the 27 policemen
would remain {n the bullding
throughout the night.
