“There was actually organized an
armnored brigade, which was «ne
unit of that corps,” he added,

“We now are forming an armor-
ed division as a whole, This will
ccnsist of something like 40 units,
including signals, engineers, ordance
and all the rest. There will probably
be about 13,000 of a personnel, The
same arrangement exists with re-
gard to equipment.

“We have in mind a ve?' definite
period during which that formation
will be in Canada. There is a pretty
good idea, as things stand now, as
to when it is desired that it sh-uld
go overseas.”
