Criticism of
Fascist Regime
Is outspoken

SOMEWHERE IN EUROPE, Jan.
1—(CP)—Life in Italy is com=
pletely demoralized, criticism of
solini, Clano and the Fascist
vezime is ‘‘surprisingly outspoken”,
and the majority of people think
only of peace, according to travel=
lers reaching here from Italy.

A businessman who spent a week
at Milan said the atmosphere was
<o depressing he was glad to leave
the country and added that he had
met few people who did not “hate”
the Germans, Some admired their
efficiency and only boys under 20
argucd in Germany's favor,

“The majority of people

have

only one thought—peace must
come soon to put an end to their
misery and disorganization,” he

said, “They have no idea how it
will come but they cannot imagine
the war lasting into another year
and throuzh another winter.

“Their conversation was mostly
about food—what they could not
aet, where things could be obtained
in the black market—and they
seemed incapable of grasping the
war in its wider aspects.”

A well-known publisher, echoing
gmilar views, said there was ‘“bad
blood” hetween Italian and Ger-
man servicemen, German and It=
alian officers did not exchange sa-
lutes, but passed as if they had
not seen each other, Civilian Ger=-
mans bought up everything they
could lay hands on before return=-
ing to the Reich.

In Rome, he continued, there
was a German commission attach-

ed to every Itallan commission in

the Fascist administration, and the
Italian people generally “resented”
dispatch of Itallans to the Russlan
front.

“pathers and wives could not
understand why their sons and
husbands should have to fight in
Russia,” he declared. “It was
something completely incomprehen=
sible to them  bearing no relation
to any views they had ever held.
The anti-Bolshevik “crusade” idea
was simply laughed at.

“Although the atmosphere in
Ttaly was highly charged there
were no signs of any organized op-
position. Most people were afrald
that any move would mean a con=
sclidation of the German occupa=
tion.”

Another traveller sald there was
“surprisingly outspoken” criticlsm
of Mussolini and added that Mus-
solinl’s daughter, wife of Count
Clano, Itallan Forelgn Minister,
was very unpopular,

“Perhaps the mildest term of
abuse I heard applied to the Duce,”
he said, “was ‘quel pagliacco!’ (that
buffoon).

“A friend of mine in the military
service was engaged for several
nights {n obliterating signs on the
walls such as “abbasso Mussolini!”
(down with Mussolinly and “morte
a Musso'ini!” (death to Mussolini.)

He said the following was being

Increased marriage
Rate described
As ‘war disease’

NEW YORK, Dec, 31 —(CP) —
Marriage is a ‘“war disease.” said
Dr. S. H. Prince, professor of sncio-
logy at University of King’s Col-
lege, Halifax, in a paper on “the
Canadian family in wartime.” He
read the paper at the national con-
ference of family relations, in ses-
sion here.

_Phenomenal increase of the mar-
riage rate in Canada, where 34,380
more marriages occurred in 1940
than in the last pre-war year, was
due in his opinion less to prevailing
war spirit than to economic ease
with which unions could be effect-
ed when relieved of the obligation
to establish a home, However, in
the first two years after the last
war divorces increased 6C0 per cent
over the two years preceding it.

Another effect of war condi‘ions
was “the arrest of {I ¢ normal ex-
pansion of families as thousands of
potential fathers are taken out of
circulation due to enlistment while
the ranks of war industries are
manned by an almost equal num-
ber of Canadian women.”

Dr. Prince cited the “enhanced
status of woman” as perhaps the
greatest single gain the Canadian
family would receive from the war.

“Still inferior by comparison with
her sisters in Great Britaln and the
United States, her present status is
greater than at any time since the
last war, and as a result of her
magnificent contribution to the war
effort, the whole level of the sex
in Canadian society will be lfted
and stabilized on a higher plare.”

War Effects

Among war effects on family life
he listed as most serious “the dys-
genic effects due to lelhal selection
of men of category A, the disturb-
ance of the balance of the sexes
and the decimation of the middle
class which is the mainstay of ci-
vilization.

“Other family pathologies due to
war conditions are the increase of
infantile mortality, the depression
of living standards and the growth
of adolescent delinquency —the lat-
ter attributed in large measure to
the failure of home discipline and
the wave of unsettlement in youth.”

Canada had marshalled many
services calculated to reduce fam-
ily demsralization to a minimum
and to safeguard the health and
welfare of Canadian fomes.

“The vast majority of Canadian
homes, saddened by war and ab-

Petain hopes
Germany to
Relax terms

VICHY, Jan. 1—(OP)—Premier
Petain sald today he )xx:&ed Germ=
any would relax the armistice terms
imposed on France following her de-
feat in 1940,

The aged Marshal in a New Year's
broadcast pointed to the predica-
ment of Vichy's empire which he
saild Is “now exposed to many dang-
ers” and went on

“This particular situation of
France cannot escape Germany's
notice. It will suggest to her that
we hope for modification of the
ggatu"te imposed on us after her vic-

m_such an easing of armistice
terms, Petain sald, would come the
“sincere rapprochement between the
two nations that is hoped for by
their governments and peoples.”

Petain asked Germany to bear in
mind that Vichy is the only great
power remaining outside a conflict
which has put “the planet in
flames,” but added that Vichy ‘“re=
cognizes her duty toward Europe.”

The Marshal described his own
status as “partial exile”—presumably
a reference to the divided status of
France, occupied and unoccupied.

Petain sald that he s allowed
only “half-liberty” but that under
the circumstances he is trying to do
his best. He admitted to the French
people that ‘““the government which
picked up the heritage of defeat
cannot claim to be always getting
your support.”

He expressed hope for relaxation
of Germany's armistice terms ‘so
that France's dignity can be re-
stored.”

He said that the new French con=
stitution soon would be ready but
that it could only be promulgated
from Paris “after liberation of the
occupied territory.”

“Frenchmen!....We must do our
best to regain our di{mlty," Petain
sald. “United, we shall recover our
country.”

Speaking of the French empire
he specially mentioned Indo-China
(now the base of much of Japan's
military power in the Far East) and
sald that the colony was “so proud
in her hour of trial.”

‘Hams’ prove
Valuahle asset
In wartime

NEW YORK, Jan, 1—(CP)—The
United States

is ca:léilng in &n its
ast generosity to radio amateurs,
P As direct result of having allow-
ed the “hams” to build and operate
radio stations, the government has
saved tremendous cash outlays and
recious time to train radio men
or military and civillan defence
activities,

During  peace-time  amateurs
have Instructed themselves in
building, maintaining and cCperat-
ing radio apparatus. Mostly un-
der the auspices of the American
Radio Relay League whose mems=
bership comprices almost all of
the 60,000 hams In the couatry,
amateurs subdivided  themselves
into various newtorks—army, nav-
al, traffic (handling of messages),
ete, This saves the government
many school-hours In “polishing-
off” instruction to radiomen in the
and defence flelds.

A estimates roughly
that approximately 10000 amateurs
are enlisted in the United States
armed services, almost double the
number of hems operating for the
United States in the F.rst Great
War., Twenty four years ago the
amateurs were aske the War
rtment to supply all men avail-
able, and manned almcst all radio
ts, schools and technical posi-

ions,

Broader field of military activ-
ity in this war requires vast civil-
ian defence organization, and the
ARRL, sees a definite position
for its hams in communications,
The league has advccated building
of special standard high-frequency
equipment for purely local ccm-
munications, and is ccmpiling files
of stations and cperators available,
Units of the equipment are inter-
changeable to s'mplify and sveed
up servicing.

The office of civilian defence 1s
expected to lean heavily on ama-
teurs for communications when tel-
ephone and telegraph lines are
down both locally and nationally,
