WINNIPEG, April 30—The Grain
Trade News will say tomorrow:
Heavy falls of both snow and rain
have occurred  during the past
week over much of the western ter-
itory. This has caused consider-
able delay with the work on the
land, which was becoming very
general, and in some of the heavy
land districts, and where the pre-
cipitation was heaviest, it is ex.
