raral and village school in France,Holland
and Denmark has now its plot of ground
in which the program of instruction in
cultivation is carried on.

' Thus inanagriculturalland suchas ours,
with the school garden system in vogue;

growing of fruit,

the children of the schools from early
years are trained to work in the soil, to
produce crops, and to do this in a scienti-
fic, methodical manner. When such chil-
dren leave school, if they goto an agri-
cultural colleg», they have been trained
in line with their college studies. In any
case the hour devoted to the garden comes
to them as'a relief from book study, just
as manual training does in the schools
where it is taught. And with the garden |
school in operation it cannot be said, as is
often said amcng us with too much truth,
that the children are being educated away
from the farm.

Inaddition to the three countries above
named where there is a school garden in
connection with every school, there are.
reported to bs 81,670 school gardens in
" Austria, Hungary, Sweden, Germany and

prevalent the system is on. the Continent
of Europe, although it has not yet obtain-
-ed: a foothold in Canada. It is beginning
to be introduced in t.be United States.
Som® eountiesin New Y rk and Ohio
have andertaken it and the experiment
is strongly approved for its utility and
its beneficial effects ‘on the pupils. A bill
has been introluced in the Minnesota
Legislature to,make school garden instrue-
tion a part of the regular coumse.: So’we
may expect that in due time- the school
garden will follow in the wake of the
manual training room here. ‘It looks feas-
ible and promising. What do our teachers
think of it?
