Death Duty Statistics Prove This
Statement—Millions of Money
Is Thus Agcrued

]

PARIS, Dec. 25.—That France s
easlly the wealthiest country on earth
is proven by the death duty statistics
which hiave just been communicated to
the chamber. The Unied States may
boast of many more Immensely rich
people, but France can point with'
pride to the fact, that more than half
of the population, counting men, wo-
men and children, have property to |
bequeath.

The total amount of money left by!xry. but they could not order a re-
persons who died last year amounts' P

to $1,092,200,000. Thae number of those
who  left property was over 400,000,
while the total deaths did not reach
twiee that figure. The average estate
#herefore possessed hy a Frenchman,
woman or child is therefore nearly
$3,760.

But the mos{ remarkable feature Is
the- nwmbgr of small estates as com-
pared with the United States. Thus
$1,650,000 was left In sums not ex-
eeeding $2,000. Of estates between
that figure and $10,000 there were
nearly 48,000,

On the other hand large fortunes
are few. Only 634 persons left over
$200,000. Only seven died worth from
$2,000,000 to $10,000,000, the latter be-|
i the largest amount recorded. |
ng‘mm the death duty figures statist- |
icians deduce he following conclusions: |
Four millions French persons own less

than $50 apiece; 4,000,000 less than|
$250 and 4,000,000 more less than
$1,000. But 1,700,000 possess $4,200

eaeh, 270,000, $156,000; .175,000, $30,000,
and 90,000 from $70,000 to $140,000.

There are 18,000 possessors of 1,000,-
000 francs—that s $200,000. Very
large fortunes are few. No person
died last year worth move than $4,000,00

The total wealth of France is esti-
mated at about $4,500,000,000,000 and
thete is no country whose wealth is
seo equally divided among the inhab-
itants.

M. Jules Lemaitre—Why
He Thinks So

(By Raoul de Saint Rene) s
PARIS, Dec, 25.—"Monarchy is the
form of government which comes near-
est to the ideal” is the dictum pro-
nounced by M. Jules Lemaitre, the
er~inent academiclan in a remarkable
series of articles in the Action Fran-
calse, which contains a bitter attack
upon the present form of government.
M. Lemaitre tells how he was an ar-
dent republican long hefore the repub-
lle was proclaimed. He was 17 years
of age at the time of the Tranco-
Prussian war, and when the republic
was announced he belleved it would
save France and usher in a reign of
justice. But he is no longer of that
opinion, and draws up a formidable
indletment against the republic which
he accuses of having passed laws of re-
ligious persecution and spoliation, fo-
menting clvic war. diminishing--the
means of national defence causing in-
| ereasing doCclte, using threats of an-
archy and bringing about an economic
revolution.

“Monarchy has lasted twenty times
longer than the republic,” he adds, “We
pave fathers and grandfathers who
have llved under the Restoration or
under the monarchy of July, and who
confess that they enjoyed a period of
national prosperity. ice already the
republie has killed itself by its disor-
ders and is about to do the same thing
now. Monarchy is the most naturalre-
glme for Prenchmen and they would
shave -this »pinion immediately is ne-
cemsity compelled them to take stock.”

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DRAMATIC REMINISCENCES OF
THE LATE DOWAGER EMPRESS

(By Lady Henry Somerset.)

LONDON, Dec. 2j.—Last week I
was looking but of the window of my
rooms in London, when I suddenly no-
ticed a flag flying half-mast high. For
a moment that symbol of death struck
me as strange, and taen I looked again
and saw the yellow flag witl the black
dragon, and remembered that that
amazing women, the Dowager Empress
of China, lay dead in the Forbidden
City, and that here at the Chinese le-
gation the history of Caina was trans-
planted into the very midst of London.
There {s probably yo figure of this
age who has a more dramatic story,
for she was undoubtedly the most
remarkable woman of our day. The
‘Theodora and the Lucretia Borgia of
the east, she combined in her person
the worst feminine qualitles and the
most masculine political, insight and
energy.

For forty-seven years she ruled over
the milllons of the Chinese empire,
and although since 1889 the emperor
was nominally the chief, she naver
linquished her power until’she dr
her last breath.

No more pathetic scene, however,
could be imagined than the deathbed
of thls relentless woman, dressed in
her robes of state, with none to ap-
proach her, for the Chinese Kmpmror
and empress dis alone. Sho had eeen
borne into the death chamber in o~der
to dle according to the rites of tue
imperial house, observed for the last
three thousand years.

I remember some time ago one' of
our English admirals telling me eof an
audience that he had with the dow-
ager empress.

He was allowad only, to approach

1dol. Her halr wae black as ink,
parted in the middle.

Another curious scel ~? which I
heard was one in whic  wAc dowager
empress entertained the . .dies of the
diplomatic corps. 'T'hey sat around her,
nibbling Chinese sweetmeats and
drinking syrup and tea, while the
woman who never hesitated to com-
mand the death of anyone wuo stood
in the way of her ambltion, who, even,
when fleeing from the palace, found
time to have the emperor's favorite
wife, whom she disliked, flung down
a well, passed from guest to guest,
stroking .their arms or cheeks, ‘and
melting Into tears, when she spcke of
the suffering of the siege. At treend
of the visit there was a gistribution
of splendid jevoelry, and tffn Jadies in
a flutter of excitement lefl, Yaden with
big rubles, emeralds and saphires, but
their pride wasg destined to have a
fall, as the Tientsin jeweler pronounc-
ed them to be colored glass set In
thinly plated gold.

This was another example of the
way in which the dowager empress, in
Spite of her shrewdness, Was cheated
by her officials, who had been orderad
to procure the most costly articles, but
who had pocketed the money destined
for the presents which were to be be-
stowed on the guests,

Of the sorrowful emperor's death, it
{is needless to speak, for that has pass-
ed into history.

In his “Purple Prison” at Pekin, a
city within a city, surrounded by the
temples and palaces and other build-
ings of Hoang-tcheng, tha most mag-
nificent and probably the most costly
palace of the world, mother-of-pearl,
gold and ivory everywhew in profu-
slon, with the exquisite little lake on
which grow every form and variety of
lotusd, and the bending follage of beau-
tiful Chinese plants, reflecting the pa-
goda-like and plcturesque architecture
of this imperial palace; the emperor
led his miserable existence.
