Tempers GCool
ifter Delate In
British House

LONDON, Feb. 18 —(CP Cables

—The possioility that Britain's war-
time political unity might be brok=-
en by a walkout of labor ministers
from the coalition government of
Prime Minister Churchill was less-
ened tonight as tempers which
poiled during a three-day debate
on the Bevericge plan began to
cool.

The labor party mustered the
largest vote ever cast in the House
of Commons against Mr. Church-
ill's government when the House
voted 335 to 119 to support the
cabinet’s qualifie! endorsement of
Sir william Beveridge’s social sec-
urity plan, This
threatened seriously to bring about
a revolt by labor.

TImmediately after the House rose,
the 22 labor ministers met to con-
sider whether they should leave the
government on the grounds that
the House vote by the labor mem-
bers p'aced them in the tion of
being members of a oabinet of
which thelr party had voiced dis-
approval.

Among the 22 were labor's three
memberg of the war cabinet —
Herbert Morrison, Home Security;
Clement Attlee, Deputy Prime
Minister, and Ernest Bevin, Labor.
