LIME-SULPHUR WASH.

The most popular formyla for the
lime-sulphur wash is: 20 1lbs. fresh
gtone lime, 15 1lbs. sulphur and 40
gallons of water. ‘If, however, the
trees are very dirty, 25 lbs. of lime
and 18 lbs. of sulphur may be used.
It can be boiled in any kettle or
farmer's boiler holding from 15 to 25
gallons of water. To make the wash
put in about 15 gallons of water in

to this put the good, fresh lime. The
sulphur should then be added while
the lime is slacking. It is well to
put the sulphur through a sieve to
break up all Tumps and moisten it
slightly before putting into the lime.
The slacking of the lime will make a
very vigorous boiling. This should
be continued for mnot iess than an
hour. KFrequent stirring is necessary
to help the sulphur combine with the
lime.  The rapid evaporation of wat-
er may require the addition of a
little extra water from time to time.
As soon as the wash has boiled suffi-
ciently long, it should be diluted. to
the full 40 gallons of water when it
is ready to apply.

Every Fruit Grower who is plan-
ning to send apples to the Co-Oper-
ative Company, to be packed this
season, should spray his orchard now
with the lime-sulphur wash, It is
useléss to think that apples can be
grown properly unless the trees are
gprayed and the lime-sulphur wash
is better than any other spray.

In making
the lime-sulphur wash it is necessary
to have a fairly large pot. The lime
and sulphur must be boiled vigorous-
ly and when it boils vigorously, as
it has to boil, it is likely: to. spili
over. For making up 20 lbs. of limc
and 15 1bs, of sulphur, the boiler
‘should hold not less than 30 gallons.
|If the boiler is smeall, it is better to
make up 10 1bs of lime and 8 lbs. of
sulphur. There is no nices ity of the
"mixture being put on warmer than
fresh milk. If it is very warm ther
is danger of the hose parting fron
the couplings as the lime-sulphur is
a heavy mixture and considerable
pressure must bhe used to press it
through the nozzle.
