Jpon  enquiry THE
GUARDIAN learns that ia Charlottetown
an advance ot 5 cents per 1b is made and
5 tollcents is the prevailing price. The
crop the growth of which is confined to
Greece and the TIonian Islands is a
partial failure this yeav, owing to the
attacks of wmildew. The only known
specific  for this blight is sulphate of
copper and on account of the enhanced
cost of the copper from which it 1s made
rhe poorer growers of currents are unable
t the sulphate. The price of
the fruit has increased by ieaps and
funds with the above resalt.

Tug attention of THE GUARDIAN has
b-en called by a gentleman living in
Charlottetown to the following: Irish
farmers are beginning to realize that the
creamery system has many and serious
drawbacks. The threatened ruin of the
Irish cattle tradethe serious injury of the
riz  trade anl the spread of
the infectious disease especiaily
of enteric fever amongst the
people are matters now engaging much
attention. The farmers who contribute
new milk to district creameries get back
the separated milk. This is given to
calves and pigs and awmongst the poorer
farmers is cousumed by members of the
bousehold. The food value of this waste
product is almost nil, and it compares
very unfavourably with the buttermilk
formerly given to calves and pigs. Since
the change of system a very fatal dis-
ease known scour has broken out
amongxr. calves fed exclusively on this
separated milk. Not alone does this
sicknes cut otf many ealvesbut those that
survive aemain stunted in growri: and of
inferior gnality. The Iriah Cattle Traders’
Assoeiation recently estimated that the
depreciating in the value of the warket-
able suimnal arising from this cause is at
least £1 per head rcpresenting a loss of at
least one million pounds sterling to Irish
cattle-tweeders. The seriousness of the
matter iS engaging the attention of the
Department of Agriculiure who are seek-
ing for some means to supplemert
s sparated milk so as torestore the nutri-
tive coustituents of new milk.

THE removal of show from the sidewalks
is- appazently a- problem that taxes the
minds of the municipal fathers of many
cities throughout Canada. For some days
past citizens have been impressed with the
fact that the question is worthy of con-
sideration,as in many instances the walks
are dangerous. It appears that the desire
of the  citizens is that the sidewalks of
tais city should be thorouzhly cleaned of
suow at an hour sufficiently early to
p:rmit all pedestrians to travel with
comfort in any part of the city. The
objection to the snow plow appears to
be that after it has passed over the walk
a hillock remains in the centre of the
path; this is'a serious objection and is one
that ealls for a remedy. Effective work
at present apparently can only be done

as

by everyone cleaning in front of
his own property. _ Objeetion
has been raised to individual

work,however,and the contention is made

.that where every man does his own work

it will unavoidably be done with a differ-

ent degree of efficiency. Already we have

had experienced of this where any one per-
son clears his walks closer to the stone or
the plank than his neighbor the result is

that when a thaw comes the sidewalk of
the most zealous person has been impass-
ible, the water runaing from the highest

lands to the lower. It will be the duty of
those in authority under the existing
bylaw to see that, notwithstanding the
objection, that individual work is carried
out to the best advantage possible and

that all comply.
