strange trails but few are as
venturous in wartime as that fol-
lowed by medical officers of the

paratrocpers.

The first Canadian parachute
battalion, now finishing its train-
ing here, and which soon
transfer to its own camp in Can-
ada, has three medical o?ﬂoers and
each now is a qualified paratroop-
er.

They are Capt. Charles F.
Hyndman of Charlottetown,
Capt, Colin N. Brebner of To-
ronto and Kirkland Lake, Ont,
lltnd Lieut, Robert Begg of Hal

ax.

Their work as paratroop doctors
is unsung and they don't want
publicity, but when the Canadian
battalion gees into action the pub-
lic may heat how they opped
down on an advance battleground
with regular “sticks” of soldiers,
to render first aid and take care
of casualties.

The three young husky medicos
have been spared mnothing
their training at Fort Benning, for
they have to be as tough physic-
ally as any paratrooper. They took
strenuous calisthenics ‘and all the
regular jumps from towers before
being allowed to start actual qual-
‘ifying leaps in free 'chutes from
planes.

And these doctors with wings
are no favored sons in camp. They
live in huts with makeshift stoves
in the officers’ lines, take the same
routine drills including morning
runs, and go about their chores of
tending sprains and bone breaks
among the students in camp hos-

pital,

However, the football-type hel-
met and the paratroop boots, which
have cushioned soles, and are built
high to protect the ankles, offer
the jumper protection from serious
injuries.
