“If elected, T shall absolutely oppoge, as far as
lfee in my power, any advance in the rate of taxation,
helievine that the present rate is quite sufficient (o
meet all legitimate requirements provided the af-
faurs of the city are safely and sanely administered.”

In adentine a proovessive poliey as part of me-
eampaion, T helieve that the present financial situa
tion of the City is such as to permit wise expenditure
for its advancement without incurring debt or in-
creasing the burden of taxation.
