CANADA’S TRADE INCREASES

BERLIN, Nov. 8—Tire results of ths
provisional treaty hetween Canada
and Germany, made six months ago,
are announced, During this period
Germany's imports from Canada have
increased 45 per cent and exports to
the same country have increased 48
pcr cent, Among the imports the chief
items which increaszd wcre wheat and
cloversced. Among the exports the
chief incrcases were in domesiic iron-
were, textiles, notably stockings, car-
pets, gloves. The total amount of ex-
port trade was not more than $5,000,-

000, ard imports about $2,000,000, but
i a permanent treaty, which will place
Germany on identical terms with
other countries, is confidently expect-
ed, and this, it is thought, will lead
to a large extension of trade.
