A breakdown of this figure by pur-
poses for which loans were floated
was not possible because of lack
of complete information, But on
that portion which could be analy-
sed, indications are that more than
half of the borrowing was for the
purchase of machinery, buildings
and improvements, land payments
and mortgages, trucks and automo-
mobiles—in that order. Almost all
of the borrowing was for agricul-
