Perhaps the uu 1 delicate of all
bidd ng situdtions is the reopen-
ing of the auction after the origine
al bid has been passed oul. Con-
slder this case:

South dealer.
2oth sides vulnerabla
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Tnis was the actual bidding in
\ New York bridge club:

South West North East
Pass 14 Pass Pass
2é¢ Pass Pass Pass

South, of course, made his con-
tract without difficulty, but he
would have been able to go game
at notrump with equal facility.

Some readers may question
INcrth's fallure to act over the
two-d’'amond bid, pointing out that
he held 2 1-2 honor-tricks that he
had not indicated. The fact s,
however, that any bid by North
at any time during the actual auc-
tion, would have been d'stinctly
optimistic. In situations of this
nature, South, who passed orgin-
ally, is supposed to count cn his
partner for support— East having
confessed dire weakness — and
therefore North, knowing this, is
in the position of havag to dis-
count some of his own values —
his partner has eslreadv hid them!

This, admittedly, ‘s a somewhat
unsatisfactory solution, but tre sad
fact is that no che has yct bcen
able to devise a perfect method
of handling these “reopening” site
uatlons. In view of this deplorable
but irrefutable fact, South must
strive to make his reopen'ng bid
more encouraging than the actual
South plajer did in this case. With
five damonds that could be con-
sidered solld, and with three other
minor honors scattered throughout
three suits, it would have been
cons derably better, psychologically,
for South to reopen Wwith one no-
trump. His lack of a sure spade
stopper should have been no great
deterrent, \under the circumstances,
and the probability is that North
would have been glad to raise in
notrump, because a nne-trick ob-
jective would not have seemed re-
mote.
