Normal. Perfect Sinless Humar ity.

Text:—Thou hast put all things In suh.
Jection under his feet. Heb. 11, 8,

You remewmber In your study of the
New Testament, how frequently our
Lord refers to Himselt as the Son of Man,
not the Son of Mary, not the Son of
Judab, but the Son of Man, We are so
in the habit of dealing with the accidents
of human nature, that we lose sight, to
some extent, of its essential qualities.
We think of it as wale and female, Asiatic
and European, black and white, rich and
poor, but these with ten thousand other
things, are only accidents produced by
heredity and environment, Down below
all these accidents, human uature is
cssentially the same in evely one, black
and white, Asiatic and European, It was
out of this essentlal buman nature that
the Christ was born, He was the child of
humanity, though born in Judea, and
brought up in Galilee, at that time the
most narrow and lgnorant part of
Palestine, He was not a Jew, in the
strict sense of the word. The Jew was
narrow, bigoted, Jesps was rcosmopolitan,
universal. Jehovah was the God of the
Jesus; to Jesus, He was the Father of
humanity., The Jew was God's peculiar
people, und all others Lut Gentile dogs,
To Jesus, God's affection was centred
upon the world, and He sent, His own
disciples into all Lthe worll to preach the
Gospel to every creature, I question if
you can put your finger upon a Jewish
sentiment He ever uttered. His thought
vas not peculinely Jewish, it was the
'hought of humanity. We cannot
magine Plato ouly as the product
'f Greece, nor Shakespeare ouly as the
product of Lluglish civilization. These
were the products of their respective
races, but Jewish history will not explain
Jesus of Nazareth, He Is not the result of
its evolution, nor is he to hLe interpreted
by its genius, He was not the Son of
Judah, He was the Son of Man, He
stood for normal, perfect, sinless humani
ty. God's conception of what an should

emoer, while He was kneeling upon the
banks of the Jordan after His  baptism,
the Heavens above  Him opeved, and a
voicé from Heavén was heard saying,
“This is my beloved Son, in whom I awm
well pleased.’
