THE N. 8. PLEBISCITE VOTE—
There is a certain amount of surprise
at the figures given in the Royal
Gazette of the vote in the 'recent
blebiscite. It was understood, and
this was the report given the press
and was never contradicted, that the
vote on the first question was in fa-
vor of continuing the Mova Scotia
Temperance Act, while the vote on
the second question was in favor of
a Government Control Act. While
the ballot was drawn in a confusing
way, there was no doubt that the
result meant that a majority had
voted for Government Control. The
