Famous British
Newsman Dies

LONDON, Dec. 21 — (CP) —
James (Jimmy) Dunn, 69. onetime
“ace” of Lord Northcliffe’s report-
ing staff and at his death one of
the best-kirown Fleet Street vet-
erans, died Friday night following
a stroke,
